 The abstract has to be written in English with a Times New Roman 11 points font single spaced. Paragraphs should have 6 points of space both above and below. Within the limitation of two pages, figures or photographs can be included. A minimum resolution of 300 dpi for each figure/photograph is recommended. The caption of the figure should appear bellow the image as “Figure 1: The port of Skiathos, Greece.” See the example below. Tables can be added if required. Captions for tables should be positioned above the table, as per example below.
